Storing your R Work (in Windows)

1. Create directory for storing your R work

2. Start R (e.g., via the Start menu)

3. Go to File menu and choose “Change Dir...”

4. Change the directory to your directory for storing R work

5. do some R stuff

6. quit R via “q()”

7. Click “Yes” to “Save workspace image?” dialog box

8. This will store your workspace in file “.RData” in the directory you specified

9. To start R and get back your workspace, go back to your directory for storing R work and double click on the “.RData” file. 
 (If you start R from the Start menu it will look for the .RData file in the same directory as the R executable file.  For example, on the CSDE terminal server 2, this location is C:\Program Files\R\rw1081 for version 1.8.1).
Note that you can also use the File menu options “Load Workspace” and “Save Workspace”.

To see what objects are in your directory:

> ls()
To remove object “x” from your directory:

> rm(x)
To remove all objects from your directory:

> rm(list=ls())
