Background and Fieldwork 
 
 
The 1991 Vietnam Life History Survey was conducted as a collaborative project between Charles 
Hirschman (Center for Studies in Demography and Ecology, University of Washington, Seattle, 
Washington) and scholars from the Institute of Sociology of the Vietnam National Center for Social 
Sciences in Hanoi and the Institute For Social Sciences in Ho Chi Minh City. From the Institute of 
Sociology, Professor Tuong Lai, Director of the Institute, Dr. Pham Bich San, Head of the Department 
of Demography and Family Sociology, and Mr. Vu Manh Loi directed the project. The project and 
fieldwork in the south of Vietnam was directed by Professor Do Thai Dong of the Institute For Social 
Sciences in Ho Chi Minh City. The costs of the fieldwork were supported by a grant from the Indochina 
Scholarly Exchange Program of the Social Science Research Council (SSRC) of New York. The 
participation of Charles Hirschman was supported by a grant from the Graduate School Research Fund 
of the University of Washington.  
 
The project staff included fourteen interviewers drawn from the staff of the two institutes in Hanoi and 
Ho Chi Minh City. Interviewer training was conducted from 15 to 18 January, 1991 at the Institute for 
Social Sciences in Ho Chi Minh City. The training included a detailed explanation and often extensive 
discussion of each survey question. Interviewers pretested the instruments in interviews in Ho Chi Minh 
City. A few questions were dropped and others were added, and the wording and coding of many other 
questions were modified, during the period of interviewer training. There were four samples of about 
100 households each stratified by region and urban/rural status. The four sample areas were: an urban 
sample from Can Tho (a city of 284,000 about 170 km south of Ho Chi Minh City in the Mekong Delta), 
an urban sample from Hai Duong (a city of about 110,000 about 50 kilometers east of Hanoi), a rural 
sample from Tien Tien commune, (about 6 kilometers from Hai Duong city), and rural sample from the 
village of Long Hoa near Can Tho in the south. Fieldwork was conducted from January 20, 1991 to 
February 5, 1991 in three places: Can Tho City, Hai Duong City, and Tien Tien commune. The 
fieldwork in the Long Hoa commune near Can Tho was carried out from March 7, 1991 to March 11, 
1991. Initial coding of the survey was done in the field by Charles Hirschman, Mr. Vu Manh Loi, and 
Mr. Tran Huu Diep and completed at the University of Washington by Mr. Hoang Ngoc Ban and Mr. 
Nguyen Minh Trieu. 
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Codebook 
 
This document describes the contents of the machine-readable data file of the 1991 VLHS. The are two 
files: (1) the household survey of 401 households, and (2) the individual survey of 921 individuals.  
There are three major sections of this codebook. The first section is a summary list of each variable in 
both the household and individual files. The second section of the codebook contains a detailed list of 
the codes and additional information for each variable. The last section consists of appendices 
including the questionnaires in English and Vietnamese. 
 
In Part I (the List of Variables section) of the codebook, each variable is given a unique number along 
with several identifiers. These identifiers include the mnemonic used in the SPSS system file 
(VARNAME), a short description, the length (number of characters) of the variable, and a reference to 
the question number in the original questionnaires. A few questions in the printed questionnaire were 
not asked in the field and thus do not appear as variables in the data file. The questions added during 
the interviewer training are identified with an asterisk (*) in the space for the questionnaire number 
reference. In the household file, variables were created up for up to 15 persons, however, most of these 
variables are blank because most households had only 4 to 6 persons. Similarly, the sibling roster in the 
individual questionnaire contained lines for up to 15 brothers and sisters of the respondent, and most of 
the associated variables are blank. Translating the Life History Matrix into variables was done by 
creating 67 variables (one for each year from 1926 to 1991) for each of 20 life history domains. This 
method of coding also created many blank variables but preserved the maximum amount of information.  
 
In Part II of the codebook, the values and associated labels for each variable are presented unless the 
list would have been very long and redundant (e.g., ages or years). For many variables, there are 
explanatory notes that explain measurement problems. All cases of "not applicable" were coded as 
9998, and all "don't knows" responses were coded as 9999. The variable fields for persons, siblings, or 
years that were not relevant for a household or person are left blank.  
 
Appendices include a list of the Lunar Year Codes, the occupational titles and codes, and the English 
and Vietnamese versions of the questionnaires. In the original survey, interviewers were instructed to 
write in the exact occupational titles as reported by the respondents. During the coding process in 
Seattle, all occupational titles were translated into English and assigned ISCO codes from the 1968 
version of the International Standard Classification of Occupations. Appendix B-1 contains the three 
digit ISCO occupational classification. Appendix B-2 contains every unique Vietnamese language 
occupational title (as reported by respondents) and the assigned ISCO code. There are many titles that 
share the same code. 
 
 
 
Data Files 
 
This codebook is maintained as a text file (in Microsoft Word for Windows 6.0) and a copy of the most 
recent version is located in the Transfer section of the G drive of the CSDELAN network. The most 
recent versions of the SPSS system files of the household and individual datafiles are located on 
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/csde/vietnam directory on CSDE unix system (csde.washington.edu). Suggestions for corrections in the 
codebook or errors in the data should be sent to:
