R syntax highlighting in TextPad

1.  From the Start Menu start TextPad

2. Select the Configure menu and click New Document Class...

3. Type the class name in the next window, e.g “R File”
4. Click Next

5. Type the file extension(s) that you would like associated with the new class, e.g. *.r
6. Click Next

7. Place a checkmark next to Enable Syntax Highlighting

8. Select the appropriate Syntax Definition File from the dropdown list:  r.syn

9. Click Next, then click Finish

Once you name (save as) your file as *.r or *.R (e.g., test.r) then the syntax highlighting will click in.  Or if you open a file that already has that extension. 

To see what syntax highlighting has already been set up in TextPad:
1. Select the Configure menu and click Preferences

2. Click Document Classes in the left pane

3. To see what extension goes with each class, click the expand (+) button to the left of “Document Classes” and then click the class you’re interested in, eg. “R File” and the middle pane will show the extension. 

To change the indentation and other stuff:

1. Select the Configure menu and click Preferences

2. Click Document Classes in the left pane

3. To see what extension goes with each class, click the expand (+) button to the left of “Document Classes” and then click the class you’re interested in, eg. “R File”

4. Click "Tabulation" to change the indentation
