Course Description
This course examines men and women's lives in less developed countries and the impact upon them as a result of development and incorporation into global, economic and political systems. The course begins with theoretical approaches to gender and development, development theory, and feminist critiques. We will then turn to specific substantive areas of discussion.  These areas of discussion will be determined by the course participants.  
Course Requirements
1. All students will be asked to participate in the weekly meetings through lively discussions of reading materials.  (12%) 

2. Each student will be asked to prepare a set of provocative/critical/inquiring statements/questions prior to one set of readings for one week.  These thoughts and observations should relate to the readings, offer opportunities for syntheses with other readings or lived experiences.  These thoughts will then be used to guide a discussion of the readings and should be prepared 24 hours in advance of the class meeting and distributed to the entire class. (13%)
3. Each student will be asked to prepare a book review or brief literature/policy review.  This review will be no more than 7 pages long.  The reviews will compare and contrast at least two published works or several recent articles on a particular topic.  These reviews are due the 7th week of class (30%)
4. Students will also tackle a project to be defined in consultation with the professor and the student.  These may be individual or group projects.  Projects will be presented at the end of the semester, the date to be determined. Ideas for projects will be vetted around the middle of the semester and drafts will be circulated for comments by the tenth week of the class. (45%)
