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Book Reviews or Policy/Literature Reviews are due May 12th.  Make your decision or proposal by April 29.  You must select two or more books, five or more journal articles, one edited volume, or a special issue of a journal.  
Book reviews or Policy/Literature Reviews should do the following (your audience are fellow students in policy schools and practitioners/policy makers):

1. Provide a list of the books with author, data, title, pages, and publisher that are being reviewed.
2. Provide an overview paragraph that puts the following review into context.
3. Summarizes the material (objectively first and then critically (positive and negative))
4. Synthesizes the material (compares and contrasts)

5. Suggest insights for our understanding about gender and development overall and specifically, identifies remaining challenges.  (i.e. how can practitioners or policy makers use the insights from these readings)
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
